The high degree of the quality of manual labor and skilled tractor
drivers needed in organic and regenerative farming makes it
important to train and develop skilled vineyard workers.

Furthermore, the irregular weather conditions — massive rainfalls
and drought periods — make it necessary to focus on soil and
vineyard management, increasing the water storing capacity of
the soil and the vitality of the vines to cope with these extremes
and guarantee consistent quality and yields. This applies to new
plantings as well as existing vineyards.

The increase of understanding and
the variety of different approaches to
winemaking and available technology
make it challenging to set a consistent
wine-style, requiring a high degree of
education and experience.

Differences in grape composition due
to high differences in vintages make
it necessary to adapt production
technology to meet the demand of
origin driven, fresh and lower alcohol

, , content wines.
By introducing wines from smaller

wine producing countries like Austria
to export markets, the wine industry creates competition for
large wine producing regions.

The current challenges faced by the wine industry can largely
be considered European issues. First and foremost, it is essential
to recognise that one cannot discuss wine as a product without
discussing the grapevine, and therefore the vineyards. There is
a noticeable transformation in vineyards from the south to the
north, with the extreme measure of uprooting them in some
places. This is driven by factors such as changing climate, water
scarcity, and diseases affecting the vines. Countries like Italy and
Spain may be reducing their vineyards, but the conditions in
our more moderate climate seem favourable for the upcoming
decades. Despite this, there is a need to adjust the selection of
grape varieties, many of which remain inappropriate for their
regions since the time of communist rule. Vineyard management
practices including plant density, row spacing, and the design
of inter-row spaces, as well as implementing irrigation systems
or biodiversity elements in specific areas, must be reevaluated.
These modifications are essential for remaining competitive in
cultivation. Coupled with these changes is the push towards
as much automation as possible, yet ensuring it is done gently.
This shift is driven not only by the scarcity of skilled workers
but also by the need to increase efficiency and achieve the
cost savings previously mentioned. We should also mention
the "over-regulation” in our sector. Special wine legislation is
45 times more extensive than, for example, that of the beer
industry. Furthermore, our government is the only one among
EU wine-producing nations considering imposing an excise tax
on still wines, a move that would disadvantage our winemakers
in the free market. This comes at a time when wine consumption
has been declining for three years, with an approximate 30%
decrease overall. This trend is attributed to the grim economic
situation, cutbacks on non-essential household expenditures,
and a broader shift in consumer behaviour towards non-
alcoholic drinks or those with lower alcohol content.
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
